1.  Go to the homepage of my website and click on the PARCC Practice button to get to the PARCC website.
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2.  Scroll down the page until you see Grade 8 and Algebra 1 in the list.  Geometry students will go to the Grade 8 practice test, Algebra 1 students will go to the Algebra 1 practice test (you are welcome to look at the others as well).
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3.  Next, click on the  PBA (Performance Based Assessment) practice test.
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4.  Click on Start Test Now.

5.  Read directions, then click on Start Selection, then Continue.


6.  Try all, or at least, different types of problems.  

      Use the blue ARROW button at the top left to advance to the next question.  

      There are  a few tools on the top bar and to the right side of the screen.

      EXHIBITS is a formula sheet.

      Look through the tools that are given and practice using them to write your 

             answers, especially if you have not used Equation Editor before.

7.  Please try to do at least 10 problems.  You do not have to submit your answers, 

     but you can REVIEW them by clicking on Review Problems at the end of the 

     problem set.  



8.  If you want extra homework points, print the REVIEW ANSWERS page, which 

     should have record of the problems you attempted and a date stamp on the 

     bottom.  Have Mom or Dad sign the page and bring to class TOMORROW.

Many thanks for taking the time to practice.  The main idea is to get used to working with the tools given.  You will have paper and pencil, but have to use the online calculator, ruler, protractor, etc. during the test.
